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ARTICLE I.  NAME AND PURPOSE

SECTION A.  The name of this organization shall be the NORTH BREVARD YOUTH SOFTBALL ASSOCIATION, herein after, referred to as the NBYSA.

SECTION B.  It’s purpose shall be:

1. To provide opportunities for athletic fellowship through a recreational softball program.

2. To stress participation, sportsmanship and enjoyment by all.

3. To provide a program of softball instruction and participation to individual skill levels.

4. To conduct the program in a manner that will help develop self-confidence in each participant.

5. To judge the results of competition in terms of benefits to the participants rather than by winning or advantage to the organization.

6. To assist in any practical way in improving youth softball competition throughout the state.

7. To conduct and promote invitational and playoff tournaments where desirable and practical.

ARTICLE II. MEMBERSHIP

SECTION A.  Any person interested in the purposes of the NBYSA may be considered for voting membership provided that he or she is:

(a) Of good moral character

(b) 18 years of age

(c) Willing to pay an annual membership fee

(d) Past President.  All presidents of the NBYSA will become lifelong members following their term of office.

ARTICLE III.  BOARD OF DIRECTORS

SECTION A.  Titles:  This organization shall be governed by a Board of Directors which shall include President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Chief Umpire, Chief Team Mother, Chief Scorekeeper, Equipment Manager, Public Relations Director, Concession Stand Manager, and Chief Coach.

SECTION B.  Election and Tenure

The officers shall be elected by vote of the general membership annually, approximately three (3) weeks prior to closing day; times to be set by the Board of Directors and members notified.  The new officers will be introduced at the closing day ceremonies, and will officially take office the day of the Fall General Membership meeting to be held approximately the (3rd) week of September.

SECTION C.  Eligibility:  Any member in good standing shall be eligible for election to any office except Chief Coach.

SECTION D.  Vacancies of Office.

1. In the event of a vacancy in any office, the President shall appoint an eligible candidate for the purpose of filling that office.  Upon approval of the Board of Directors, the appointee shall immediately enter upon his or her duties and shall hold office until the next regular election.

2. Vacancy of office of President.

a. Should the President resign or leave office for any reason, the Vice President shall assume the Presidency.

b. The Vice Presidential vacancy thus created shall be filled per Section D. sub section 1. (above).

SECTION E.  Removal of officers
1. The Board of Directors by a majority vote have the right to ask for the resignation of any board member if, in their opinion, said board member is not performing his or her duties in the best interest of NBYSA.

2. Said board member shall be requested to meet before the Board of Directors after all board members have been notified by mail of said meeting.  The removed board member shall be notified by CERTIFIED MAIL after the meeting of any action taken.

3. Final removal of any board member must be worth approval of the majority of the general membership in attendance at a special general membership meeting.

ARTICLE IV.  MEETINGS

SECTION A.  A General Membership Meeting shall be held annually approximately the third (3rd) week of September at a place and time to be determined by the Board of Directors.  The meeting will be conducted by the newly elected Board of Directors with the outgoing Secretary and Treasurer presenting their final reports.

SECTION B.  Special membership meetings may be called by the President as required, to conduct the business of the NBYSA.  In case of absence or incapacity of the President or other officers, meetings will be called by descending order of officers as listed in Article III, Section A.

SECTION C.  Notice required for meetings.  All General and Special Membership meetings will require seven (7) to thirty (30) days notice.  Notice can be given in any local media, mail outs and/or organized telephone messages.

ARTICLE V.  QUORUM

SECTION A.  For any meeting of the NBYSA, a quorum shall consist of the number of members present.

ARTICLE VI.  AMENDMENTS AND CHANGES

SECTION A.  Amendments.  This constitution may be amended at a Membership meeting by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the members present provided notice was given of intent to change the constitution.  The meeting will comply with Article IV Section C.

SECTION B.  By-Laws.  By-laws of the NBYSA may be adopted at any General Membership Meeting by a majority vote provided previous notice was given of intent to add to the by-laws.  The meeting will comply with Article IV Section C.

SECTION C.  Standing Rule Changes.  In addition to the constitution and by-laws, the NBYSA shall have standing rules.  Standing rules are intended to aid in the operation of the league.  Standing rules are written by the Board of Directors and may be changed by them or their successors by a simple majority vote.  In the event of a tie, the President’s vote shall be the deciding factor.  The Board of Directors shall turn over complete standing rules to their successors.
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
